“How do we know about the Garden, the curtain and the cross?
The story of this book is the story of the whole Bible (but a lot shorter!).
You can find the story of how God made his wonderful world, and how it was spoiled, at the very start of the Bible: in the book of Genesis, chapters 1-3.  The Old Testament tells us how God lived in the temple among his people, and explains his plan to send his Son.  The Gospels show what happened when Jesus cam (Mark 15 v 25- 16 v 8 tells us how he died and came back to life.)  And the end of the Bible, Revelation 21-22, gives us a peek at the future – God's wonderful renewed world.

Jesus promises that anyone who believes in him will enjoy life there for ever: “I will come back.  Then I will take you to be with me so that you may be where I am...  I am the way” (John 14 v3, 6)
